1 Thessalonians 4:13-18

Day 1: Be Informed! Part 1 (v. 13)
But we do not want you to be uninformed, brethren, about those who are asleep, so that you will not grieve as do the rest who have no hope. — 1 Thessalonians 4:13

Day 2: The Resurrection (vs. 14-15)
For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so God will bring with Him those who have fallen asleep in Jesus. For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are alive and remain until the coming of the Lord, will not precede those who have fallen asleep. — 1 Thessalonians 4:14-15
1. What is Paul asking with the word “if” in verse 14? 







2. Christ's death paid for our sin. What is the significance of his resurrection? 







3. Who will Christ bring with Him? How does this verse answer the fear of the Thessalonians? 







4. What is the significance of the phrase “the word of the Lord”? 







5. Read Matthew 25:1-13. Even though this reference is in regards to Christ’s return to set up the Kingdom, what does this parable teach us about being ready?

Day 3: The Summons (v. 16)
For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel and with the trumpet of God, and the dead in Christ will rise first. 
— 1 Thessalonians 4:16

2. What happens when He gives this divine summons? 





3. Who will be resurrected first? 







4. Christ’s resurrection necessitates our resurrection. How does this bring you hope in your current situation as well when grieving the death of a loved one? See John 14:19; 1 Corinthians 6:14 and 2 Corinthians 4:14.

Day 4: The Rapture (v. 17)
Then we who are alive and remain will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and so we shall always be with the Lord. 
— 1 Thessalonians 4:17
